Print Stylesô ýnal sections assume, having created 
gorgeous prints, youôll want to do something with 
them. Therefore, in his ýnal chapters, Mr. Daly 
offers suggestions and related resources for 
projects, such as, print matting and mounting, 
creating calendars and photobooks; transferring 
images to tee shirts and selling your prints online.

Although Iôve been using Photoshopðand 
making my own printsðfor some time, I still found 
more than enough new information and helpful 
tips in Tim Dalyôs Digital Print Styles Recipe Book 
to make it a very worthwhile read.

Photographic Day Trip
In case you are not able to attend the annual fall 

outing, I would like to suggest a close by, less than 
two hours and one tank of gasoline away, outing. 
A terriýc way to get up close and personal with 
wildlife is Merritt Island National Wildlife Refuge, 
in Titusville. Merritt Islandôs web site is full of 
planning materials and the only thing you need to 
pay attention to is closure of the National Park if a 
shuttle or rocket is due to launch within 24 hours 
of your visit. I like to start off at the waterfowl drive 
on the right hand side of the main road just after 
entering the park for sunrise photos. I suggest 
you head over to Black Point drive for what can 
be the ultimate bird watching and photography 
experience during migration seasons. The drive is 
a hard packed dirt road and if the timing is right, 
you can ýnd Wood Storks, Roseate Spoonbills, 
Reddish Egret and even a Florida Panther. Yes, I 
saw an actual Panther just after sunrise last time. 
I was thrilled. If the L Pond road is open, I suggest 
taking it all the way around. Bio Lab Road is also 
a good hard packed road which takes you through 
wildlife viewing.

Important Note: Despite this bookôs title, it is not 
just for users of Photoshop Elements; the advice, 
styles and methods (with, in a few cases, minor 
modiýcations) are easily transferable to Photoshop 
CS2-CS4.

I feel this book is aimed at relative beginners 
in Photoshop Elements/Photoshop. With this 
in mind, beyond instructions for print making, 
the author assumes the reader can proýtably 
use advice on understanding and selecting both 
computer and printing hardware. To accomplish 
this goal, Digital Print Stylesô ýrst 80-plus pages 
offer excellent guidance on topics including PC/
Mac differences, monitor calibration, computer 
peripherals, software, printing set-ups and media 
selection (ink and paper).
